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Meeting Minutes - April 13, 2005

The meeting was called to order at 7:14 pm by Grand Knight Al Meyer following a First Degree Initiation.  Chaplain Fr. Robert Kurwicki lead the Council in the Opening Prayer and the singing of the opening ode.  24 members were present including 13 officers.  The minutes from the March 9 meeting were read.  A motion was made by Frank Kempker and seconded by Chuck Zimmerman to approve the minutes as corrected.  The motion carried.  Financial Secretary Mark Ruether recognized two 50 year members - Bill Plassmeyer and Leonard Loethen and an Honorary Life member, William Yaeger.  FS reported a membership of 278 which reflects an increase of two from transfers in since the March meeting.

Grand Knight Report: GK Al Meyer reported that the Council has met 107% of R.I.B.

Chaplains Report: Chaplain Father Kurwicki welcomed the new members and invited active participation.  He thanked the Knights for our prayers for our Holy Father who was a great friend of the KC’s. Bishop Gaydos will say a mass for the Holy Spirit on Wednesday to pray for election of our new Pope.  Second graders thanked the 4th Degree Honor Guard for participating in the First Holy Communion mass.  The Bishop will administer Confirmation on Friday, April 22.  Fr. filled the custodian position with Sam Wolfe and will be filling the vacant church secretary position soon. Calls have gone out to the committee for the capital campaign.  The Vitae Dinner will be held tomorrow night.



Treasurers Report: Treasurer Doug Porting reported March receipts of $4,982.40 and payments of $6,695.72 for an ending balance of $16,894.40 on March 31, 2005.  That includes $5,716.75 in the Building fund.  A motion was made by Dave Gramlich and seconded by Lewis Hancock to accept the treasurers report as presented. The motion carried.

FS Mark Ruether read the bills.  A motion was made by Chuck Zimmerman and seconded by Frank Kempker to pay the bills as presented.  The motion carried. A motion was made by Lewis Hancock and seconded by Doug Porting to send $50 to Agape House.  The motion carried.

Doug Porting moved and Chuck Zimmerman seconded to approve the FS report as presented/.  The motion carried.

Unfinished Business: FS Mark Ruether has received three requests for students to attend the Aquinas Academy and suggest we wait until May to approve our support of up to a maximum of $1000 since more students may apply.  Up to $1000 will be divided equally among the students attending with a maximum of $300 per student.

- The Teachers Appreciation dinner was held last night at Helias Council. GK Al Meyer presented a check for $2600 to St. Joseph Cathedral School Principal Rev. Mr. James Skahan. DGK Dave Gramlich suggested giving a portion to the CCD Teachers next year.

-The Vocations Committee will host a coffee bar outside the main doors of the Cathedral following all masses the weekend of April 16 and Larry Lewis is asking for assistance from the Knights in serving.

- The Vitae Society is asking for our Council to sponsor a hole for $200 in their upcoming golf tournament. Chuck Zimmerman motioned we donate $500 and make an additional contribution based on the proceeds of the June Bar-B-Que. (The Council previously voted to earmark the profits from the Bar-B-Que for Pro-Life efforts). The motion was seconded by Bob Buell and carried.

- DGK Dave Gramlich reported that 2500 Super Saver cards will be printed and distributed in about two weeks. 500 each will go to St. Joseph Cathedral, St. Peters, Immaculate Conception and St. Stanislaus schools and 500 to Council members to sell.  The schools will receive $5 per card sold and our Council will receive the remaining amount as well as all the proceeds from the cards we sell.  We are paying for the printing of the cards at a cost of about $2500.

- Lewis Hancock completed a write up of a Church Service Award nomination for the work our Council did on the Cathedral landscaping.  All plants on the east side survived the winter.

- Lewis Hancock also reported that Julie Weber needs help setting up tables in the undercroft this Saturday morning at 8:30 am for the Nurses Appreciation Dinner.

- Chuck Zimmerman asked that all Knights with email addresses provide them to him to assist with communication within our Council.

- Dale Highfill reported that the Highway cleanup will be held on Sat. April 16 and we need a lot of help.  We will meet at 8 am at Christy Dr and Hwy 179.

- Jim Purcell sent a Thank You card to Carl Vogel for all the donations of Coke products he has made to our Council. It was suggested that Thank You card’s also be sent to Bernie Fechtel and Joe Scheppers for their regular donations to our Council.

- Fr. Kurwicki received a letter from State Farm Insurance stating that they added us to their list of charities who would be considered for donations of their used office furniture if and when it comes available.  The request was made by Dale Highfill and it sounds likely that the furniture will be available.

New Business: Frank Kempker reported that he received a price of 40 cents each for carnations to distribute to mothers at masses for Mothers day (May 8).  A motion was made by Frank Kempker and seconded by Lewis Hancock to purchase 1000 carnations from Hy-Vee.  The motion passed.

- DGK Dave Gramlich suggested our Council sponsor a child through the CFCA. A motion was made by Chuck Zimmerman that we sponsor a child and send the full $240 for a years’ sponsorship.  The motion was seconded by Dick Hyleck and carried. 

- Father Kurwicki is looking for some donated or reasonably priced newer furniture for the rectory.

- Dick Hyleck pointed out that we were mentioned in the Mariner. He also reported that a representative of Big Brothers/Big Sisters would like to speak to us at an upcoming meeting.  It was suggested she make the presentation at 7 pm for our May 11 meeting.

- Al Rush has the June 4 Bar-B-Que lined up but will need more help. 6 tickets will be sent to each Council member to sell.  Reid Millard has loaned two tents and we have the 7Up wagon scheduled. 

- DGK Dave Gramlich reported that the Golf Tourney will be held on Saturday, June 25 at Redfield GC. Dave set a goal of 24 teams.  Information will be included in the bulletin and Dave will be recruiting assistance to solicit donations and sponsorships.

District Deputy Report: DD Rich Clarkston thanked Lewis Hancock for completing the Church Program Award application.  A 1st Degree Initiation will be held at 10:30 am and 2nd and 3rd Degree Exemplifications will be held at 1:00 pm at the Helias Council this Sunday, April 17.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:28 pm with the Closing and a blessing by Fr. Kurwicki and the singing of the closing ode.

Fr. Kurwicki was drawn for the 505/50 and donated the money back.  John Lansford was drawn for the attendance prize but was not present so the pot will be increased to $80 in May.
