A Thank you was read from the Special Olympics of Missouri for our $500 donation.  The Taos Council will hold a Consignment Auction on August 13.

Al Rush reported on the Bar-b-que.  He thanked Ray Jansen for all his work and reported a good turnout with an expected profit of $1600-1700. This is down a little from last year, but still a successful fund raiser. Some ribs and pork steaks are left and will be sold to members at cost.
