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Meeting Minutes - June 14, 2006
The meeting was called to order at 6:55 pm by Grand Knight Dave Gramlich following a steak dinner prepared by Dave Gramlich, Richard Burkemper and Mark Ruether. Dale Highfill acted on behalf of the Warden to vouch for all in attendance. Dave led the council in the opening prayer, the Pledge of Allegiance and the singing of the Opening Ode. The roll of Officers was read with 10 officers present. 28 members were in attendance.  Minutes of the May 11 meeting were provided for review. A motion was made by Fred Kummer and seconded by Jim Purcell to accept the minutes as written.  The motion passed.

Grand Knight Report: Grand Knight Dave Gramlich read a thank you from Mrs. Cockerham for our donation to CCD.

- Dave asked for volunteers to carry for the banner for the Corpus Christi procession this Sunday, June 18 beginning at 12:05 following the 11:00 mass.

- Dave referred to the calendar for the 2006-07 Fraternal year and noted some changed dates.  He asked everyone to review and let him know if changes are needed. We had several conflicts with other activities this year.

Treasurers Report: Financial Secretary Mark Ruether reported for Treasurer Doug Porting. Mark reported May receipts of $2,735.21 and disbursements of $6,771.94 for a balance on May 31 of $18,680.18 including $200.00 in the change fund and $8,185.25 in the building fund.  A motion was made by Frank Kempker and seconded by Jim Purcell to approve the Treasurers report as presented.  The motion carried.  FS Mark Ruether read bills totaling $5,295.71.  A motion was made by Al Rush and seconded by Richard Burkemper to pay the bills as presented. The motion carried..

Financial Secretary Report: FS Mark Ruether reported on May receipts and May membership of 297 active members with no change from April. We have met all quotas to qualify for Star Council.

Unfinished Business: Al Rush reported on the Bar-B-Que by recognizing and thanking Ray Jensen and all who helped.  Al reported income of $5,267 and expenses of $3,520.64 for net income of $1,746.36, however we have 200 chicken halves remaining worth about $500. The Council applauded Al for his efforts with the BBQ. Al reminded Council that we previously voted to split half the proceeds between the Vitae Caring Foundation, ProLife Across America and Birthright.  Since we already approved $1000 for the Vitae Foundation, A motion was made by Al Rush and seconded by Frank Kempker to donate $125 each to ProLife Across America and Birthright.  The motion carried.

- Mark Ruether reported on the upcoming Golf Tournament.  He has registration for 6-7 teams and commitments for several sponsorships so far.  We will cancel if he doesn’t have 10 teams by the end of the week. About ½ of the teams from last year could not participate this year due to conflicts.  Mark suggested we consider moving the tournament to the fall next year.  Denis P. Gladbach reminded us that we need to support the sponsors businesses.

- Dale Highfill reported there was a mix up on the date for the last highway cleanup and Dave Gramlich was the only one to show up. The next cleanup has been rescheduled to Wednesday, July 19 beginning at 7 pm.

- GK Dave Gramlich opened discussion of the granite stone engraved with the Ten Commandments.  He passed around pictures of one of the stones that was purchased through Project Moses.  Ken Gartner took the pictures at St. Patrick’s Church in Laurie.  This engraved stone will cost $4,500 without shipping or installation.  Dave would like a commitment on this project.  After some discussion, it was agreed we will allow one more month for Ken Gartner to negotiate with a monument company in Festus that previously gave a price to Jim Purcell.  Ken will report at the next meeting.

New Business: Dave was approached for a donation to the Vacation Bible School.  A motion was made by Dave Gramlich to donate $300 to VBS.  The motion was seconded by Denis P. Gladbach and carried.

- Dave asked all Officers if they were willing to serve another year.  All agreed.  We will rotate the Trustees with Al Rush moving to the Trustee 3 year, Al Meyer, Trustee 2 year and Jack Dowd Trustee 1 year. The slate of Officers is Dave Gramlich - Grand Knight, Lewis Hancock - Deputy Grand Knight, Frank Kempker - Chancellor, Mike Hoffmann - Recorder, Doug Porting - Treasurer, Ken Gartner - Advocate, Brian Johnson - Warden, Harold Kempker - Inside Guard, and Richard Burkemper - Outside Guard.  A motion was made by Frank Kempker and seconded by Jim Purcell to re-elect the Officers as presented.  The motion carried.

- GK Dave Gramlich reminded the Council that we agreed to share proceeds with the Ladies Auxiliary for the functions they assist with.  They recently helped with a couple functions where we netted about $1,200.  A motion was made by Joe Pierle and seconded by Frank Kempker to give $400 to the Ladies Auxiliary for their assistance.  The motion carried.

- A Testimonial Dinner will be held for Past State Deputy Ron Wood and all Councils are asked to donate.  A motion to donate $50 was made by Fred Kummer and seconded by Al Rush.  The motion carried.

- Frank Kempker reported that the Missouri Catholic Conference is asking for a $500 donation from all Missouri Councils to support the campaign against Stem Cell Research.  A motion was made by Frank Kempker and seconded by Fred Kummer to donate $500.  The motion carried.

- The Special Olympics Outdoor Sports Classic will by held August 4-6 in Jefferson City.  A motion was made by Al Rush and seconded by Denis P. Gladbach to donate $500 to the Special Olympics.  The motion carried.

- Mark Ruether relayed a request from Larry Lewis asking for a donation to help pay for flowers for the ordination of Joe Shetler.  A motion to donate $50 was made by Denis V. Gladbach and seconded by Al Rush. The motion carried.

- Dale Highfill is participating in the September 9-10 MS150 bicycle ride to cure Muscular Sclerosis and looking for sponsorship.  A motion was made by Dave Gramlich and seconded by Brian Johnson to donate $50 to sponsor Dale.  The motion carried.

- Ken Gartner suggest we provide a list of proposed financial requests prior to meetings so we know what financial obligations we will vote on at the meeting. It was agreed to do that.

District Deputy Report: District Deputy Rich Clarkson reminded Council Officers of report deadlines. He discussed support of Seminarians. Rich is the new Vocations Chair for the Diocese. Rich reported that we met our quotas for Star Council.  Rich then introduced the new District Deputy, Tony Dalman.  Tony is a past Grand Knight from the Helias Council.  Tony reported that he has tentatively scheduled a 1st, 2nd and 3rd Degree for Nov. 5 at the Helias Council. He will Install our Officers at the July 12 meeting and the Ladies at their September meeting. The Council welcomed Tony.

Good of the Order: Dave welcomed Lew Hancock back.  Jack Dowd, Paul Oligschlaeger, Charlie Hartman (Helias Council) and Mike McKown. 

The meeting was adjourned at 8:10 pm by GK Dave Gramlich with the Closing Prayer for the Canonization of Father Michael J. McGivney and singing of the Closing Ode. Floyd Letterman won the 50/50 and Kevin Vollet was drawn for the Attendance prize but was not present, so the pot will increase to $60 in July.
