Ethanol Report transcript and sound bites -
Chuck Woodside, general manager of KAAPA Ethanol in Minden, Nebraska, was just re-elected for a second year as chairman of the Renewable Fuels Association. 
Woodside believes 2011 has been a good year for ethanol production but another challenging year on the policy level.

On the positive side, Woodside said the year got off to a good start with the EPA approval of 15% ethanol in gasoline for newer vehicles.

At the same time, RFA is addressing challenges facing the EPA decision which has yet to be implemented.

Woodside says RFA tried to work with Congress this year to reduce the budget deficit by giving up the Volumetric Ethanol Excise Tax Credit or blenders tax credit early but it is expected to go away for good at the end of this year.

Woodside believes the ethanol industry can continue to compete even without the tax credit.

RFA would like to see the oil industry have some of its subsidies go away as well.

Meanwhile, the Renewable Fuels Standard – or RFS2 – which requires an increasing amount of renewable fuels to be used in the United States, is facing growing attacks.

Woodside notes that ethanol production keeps getting more efficient and continued support is needed to move toward next generation ethanol.

Woodside says an increasing opportunity for U.S. ethanol is the export market.

The RFA chairman says the ethanol co-product distillers grains has also seen increasing exports and remains a valuable product for the domestic livestock market which is too often ignored by the industry.

Woodside believes the concerns about corn stocks this year are temporary and that American farmers can continue to produce enough for all needs.
