 Cooper says USDA is basing some of its demand estimate on an expectation of increased exports of ethanol.

 Cooper-2    :23
 Cooper says RFA thinks USDA may be slightly overestimating corn for ethanol use.

 Cooper-3   :27
 Cooper notes that U.S. ethanol production utilizes just 3% of the world's grain supply on a net basis.

 Finally, Cooper says higher prices will likely mean farmers will plant more corn this year.
