Cooper says 2011 ethanol production expected at 13.8-14 bg using about 5 billion bushels of corn

Cooper  :50
RFA believes USDA may be underestimating ethanol yields

Cooper  :26
On net basis, ethanol using only 23% of the 10/11 corn supply - not 40%

Cooper  :28
Food price inflation is expected to be in line with average of 3.4% and Cooper notes that energy prices and speculation have more impact on food prices than ethanol

Cooper  :35
Cooper notes that U.S. ethanol uses 3% of world grain supply and grain not being “diverted” for fuel use
