Despite the few legislative days left on the Congressional calendar, Dinneen says he remains hopeful that the blenders tax credit for ethanol will be extended in some form for some length of time before it expires at the end of the year.

RFA is working with the American Coalition for Ethanol, the National Corn Growers Association and the American Farm Bureau on ethanol issues in Washington.

:48  (dinneen-coalition)
Dinneen says the industry remains very frustrated with delays in getting final approval for E15 by EPA as they wait for more testing to be done.

:46  (dinneen-epa-delay)
RFA, together with other farm and ethanol organizations, recently urged EPA again to use its own regulations to approve a move to E12 in the interim while testing is being completed.
