This is the ethanol report.

Most people in the ethanol and livestock industries know about dried distillers grains with solubles – or DDGS.   It is a coproduct of the ethanol production process that is a high nutrient livestock feed.  When ethanol plants make ethanol, they use only starch from corn and grain sorghum. The remaining nutrients of protein, fiber and oil, equivalent to about a third of each bushel, are the by-products that make up DDGS.
The use of DDGS by the US livestock industry has grown tremendously in the past several years, almost to the point of saturation, which makes export markets for the product very important, according to Renewable Fuels Association president and CEO Bob Dinneen,
